EXPENDITURES

Professional fees

Supervisors
Statutorily set at $200 (plus applicable taxes) for each meeting of the Board of Supervisors
not to exceed $4,800 for each fiscal year. The Districts anticipate 12 meetings in fiscal year
2014.

Engineering
Barraco and Associates, Inc., provides a broad array of civil engineering and survey services
as requested by the Districts, to assist in crafting solutions with sustainability for the long term
interest of the Community - recognizing the needs of government, the environment and
maintenance of the District's facilities.

Legal
Daniel H. Cox, PA., provides on-going general counsel and legal representation. Attorneys
attend the noticed Board meetings in order to anticipate and deal with possible legal issues
as they may arise and to respond to questions. In this capacity, as local government lawyers,
realize that this type of local government is very limited in its scope - providing infrastructure
and service to development.

Audit
The Districts are required by Florida State Statute to undertake an independent examination
of its books, records and accounting procedures on an annual basis. The Districts currently
have an agreement with Grau & Associates to perform these services through the Fiscal Year
2012 audit.

Management
Wrathell, Hunt and Associates, LLC, specializes in managing community development
districts in the State of Florida by combining the knowledge, skills and experience of a team
of professionals to ensure compliance with all governmental requirements of the Districts,
develop financing programs, administer the issuance of tax exempt bond financings, and
finally operate and maintain the assets of the community.

Accounting & payroll
Wrathell, Hunt and Associates, LLC, prepares all financial work related to the Districts'
funds (general, debt service, capital projects, etc.). This includes monthly financials, the
annual budget and various other items.

Computer services
Wrathell, Hunt and Associates, LLC, provides maintenance of the Districts' financial
records, which includes accounts payable and profit & loss statements.

Assessment roll preparation
The Districts contract with AJC Associates Inc., for this service, which includes preparing,
maintaining and transmitting the annual lien roll with annual special assessment amounts for
capital and operating and maintenance assessments.

Telephone
Telephone and fax machine.

Postage & reproduction
Mailing of agenda packages, overnight deliveries, correspondence, etc.

Printing and binding
Letterhead, envelopes, copies, etc.

Legal Notices and Communications
The Districts advertise in The News Press for monthly meetings, special meetings, public
hearings, bidding, etc. and an electronic newsletter beginning in FY 2013.

Insurance
The Districts carry public officials and general liability insurance with policies written by
Florida Municipal Insurance Trust. The limit of liability is set at $1,000,000 for general liability
($2,000,000 general aggregate) and $1,000,000 for public officials liability.

Miscellaneous (bank fees)
Bank charges and other miscellaneous expenses incurred during the year.

Field management

Other Contractual
As part of the consulting manager's contract, the Districts retain the services of a field
manager. The field manager is responsible for the day-to-day field operations. These
responsibilities include, but are not limited to, preparing and bidding of services and
commodities, contract administration, hiring and maintaining qualified personnel, preparation
of and implementation of operating schedules and policies, ensuring compliance with all
operating permits, prepare and implement field operating budgets, provide
information/education to public regarding District programs and attends Board meetings.
This service is provided by Wrathell, Hunt and Associates, LLC.

Water management services

NPDES program
As mandated by the Federal Environmental Protection Agency and the Florida State
Department of Environmental Protection, the District must participate in the National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System (NPDES). The purpose of the program is to improve
stormwater quality through new facility design review, construction activity monitoring,
periodic facility review and inspections, public education and sediment control.

Other Contractual Services
The Districts contract with licensed and qualified contractors to provide lake and wetland
maintenance services. The District's have completed lake water quality testing and research
project and will be implementing recommendations that were offerred as a result of the year
long review and final analysis. Additionally, the Districts have accepted the responsibility for
operating and maintaining the communities culverts and drains that are a part of the primary
roadway systems and amenity parking lots.

Street lighting

Contractual Services
The Districts contract with a licensed and insured Electrician to service their street, landscape
and signage lighting repair needs.

Electricity
The Districts are charged monthly per Florida Power & Light's streetlight schedule s-1 for
streetlight electric and metered usage for signage and landscape lighting.

Equipment
Costs related with replacement bulbs, fuses, ballasts, photo cells and fixtures.

Landscape services

Supervisor
Includes salary, taxes and benefits for the Districts' maintenance supervisor and irrigation
manager.

Personnel services
Includes salary, taxes and benefits for the Districts' in-house landscape maintenance crew.

Capital Outlay
Department related purchase of vehicles and equipment. For Fiscal Year 2015, the Districts
anticipate new additional equipment needs including 2- replacement mowers, a replacement
utility cart and replacement of 1- truck.

Fuel
Cost of fuel for vehicles and equipment used by the Districts.

Repairs and maintenance (parts)
Parts replacement for vehicles and equipment.

Insurance
Insurance costs for automobiles, property and workers' compensation.

Minor operating equipment
Costs associated with small equipment purchases.

Horticulture dumpster
Costs associated with the disposal of the Districts' horticulture debris that accumulates during
pruning operations.

Miscellaneous equipment
Costs associated with annual replacement of small power equipment such as blowers,
trimmers, edgers, etc.

Employee uniforms
Costs associated with employee uniforms.

Chemicals
Landscape maintenance requires the use of chemicals for the control of unwanted weeds,
insects and diseases, as well as fertilizers, to promote the growth and health of landscape
materials within the common areas and rights-of way.

Flower program
The Districts' flower program consists of replacing flowers within certain landscape and
signage areas three (3) times a year.

Mulch program
The Districts' mulch program is intended to provide aesthetic value while at the same time
providing a barrier to hold moisture, protect plant roots and deter unwanted weed growth in
the landscape planting beds.

Mr. Barraco reported that Items 13 and 14 are recaps of two South Florida Water
Management District (SFWMD) modifications that were requested by WCI and were discussed
in previous meetings. These items are proceeding as discussed.

Mr. Barraco stated that the main update is related to the drainage analysis. He explained
that he is far enough through the analysis to feel that it will work well. Mr. Barraco plans to
have the analysis completed and a preliminary design, cost estimate and preliminarji@pplica
to SFWMD, by the next meeting.

Mr. Barraco advised that additional information was received today, from a Waterside
resident, which will be included in the analysis. He pointed out that every bit of information
received from those who actually see a problem is very valuable.

Mr. Barraco stated that, statistically, there is only a small chance of experiencing a wet
season similar to last season; however, with nature, it is certainly possible. In the application to
SFWMD, a section will be added to automatically allow pumping for the next season, should the
situation arise.Protocol and parameters will be included so that permission will not be required.
This will get the Districts through this rainy season and there should be plenty of time to
complete necessary construction for the following rainy season.

Mr. McCarthy asked if it is possible to obtain the permits and complete the construction
during this seasonMr. Barraco expressed that it is unlikely because the project is not typical for
SFWMD; therefore, they will want to review everything closely. Mr. Barraco anticipiagés
SFWMD will look more at protocol and language than the actual construction documents
because they will determine when the gates will be efpewho will be responsible for
monitoring the gates and how it will be monitored, which is most important to them.

Mr. Adams explained that there is something in place at The Brooks for the emergency
outfall structure at Williams Road and Three Oaks Parkway, which will provide the majority of
the template for the language.

On behalf of the Longlake neighborhood, Mr. Hancock stated that Mr. Barraco will have
a number of very disappointed property owners when they discover that the construction will not
be completed this year. Mr. Crew pointed out that the focus should be on the Board and
SFWMD,; the Board and Staff must abide by their regulations.

336 arrives. Last season, the lakes that store the water were up to the top and the water had nowhere
337 to go, other than outward. The protocol will be such that, if the water reaches a certain elevation
338 and another significant storm is forecasted, the gates will be opened and pumping will begin,
339 before that storm arrives, to lower the lake water and recreate the storage.

340 Mr. Barraco explained that the system will be set up so that the water can be manipulated,
341 if necessarythat is related to a storm that will occur once every 25 years or more. Mr. Barraco
342 indicated that there are at least two berms that are not at design elevation. They must be
343 addressed, regardless of whether the gates are installed, because they are in the permit at a
344 certain elevation.

Some of the residents
indicated that they would like to plant, at their own expense, if possible. On the CDD website,
there is a list of desirable plants for aquascaping. Mr. Hancock stated that if the Board Members
instruct those residents to view the website and view the document, the residents will follow the
instructions.

Mr. Adams pointed out that there is a lake maintenance easement at the edge of the water
and into the turf area. He stressed the importance of the residents working with Staff to ensure
that the plant selections do not inhibit the ability to treat the edge of the lake.

Mr. Hancock clarified that the residents are asking to supplement the work being
performed by Staff. Mr. Adams advised against allowing residents to enter the lake and planting
at will. He confirmed that Staff will work with the residents regarding the lake maintenance
easement, if the goal is to try to soften the sharp edge of the lake, which is quite cokimon.
Adams explained that Mr. McCarthy was questioned about the area going into the tuarea.
McCarthy indicated that, at the UOC meeting, a question arose regarding whether residents can
plant in the area of the aquascaping, in the lake, and he advised them that they cannot but he did

He was formerly with the firm of Young, Van Assenderp, Varnadoe and
Anderson. Mr. van Assenderp was the attorney that handled the establishment of the Districts
and then Mr. Cox became the Distrifits & R XQVHO OU &R[ DGYLVHG WKDW
agreement, Mr. Cox was paid $200 per hour. About six years ago, the relationship was ended
and Mr. Cox was asked to remain as District Counsel. Because of the lower overhead that he has

Mr. Cox explained that he carries professional liability insurance of $1 million per
occurrence. He indicated that, if the insurers have extraordinary amounts of claims, the insureds
receive extraordinary premium increases. Part of the fallout of the real estate bubble bursting
was that a lot of lawyers were sued and, even though he has no claims against mm a
complaints to the baQ U & Rofdfassional malpractice insurance increased by 83%.

Mr. Cox stated that he is proposing a less than 10% increase in the hourly rate and a $100
increase for meeting attendance and increase for litigation. The contract will
